Isolate VTT/VTX power as described in Section “Electrical Isolation of the VFD” of the Service Manual (M-SV-VT-
001).

Isolate the compressor and recover the refrigerant according to industry standards.

Remove the Actuator Coil from the Motor Cooling Valve Assembly.

Disconnect the liquid line connection at the Motor Cooling Valve Assembly.

Remove the Motor Cooling Valve Assembly.

Install Motor Cooling Valve Assembly in the same orientation noted at removal.
Heat and remove the cap from Motor Cooling Valve Assembly inlet line and attach the liquid line.

A\ Protect the valve from heat during installation.

Install the Actuator Coil onto the Motor Cooling Valve Assembly. Leak test and evacuate compressor in
accordance with standard industry practices.

Return the compressor to normal operation.

Test run the compressor to verify proper operation.
